Freshman Academy Schedule Proposal
(07/08)

Set up

· Two separate freshman teams

· Four teachers on each team

· ½ of the freshman on each team

· Each team would have its own planning period (floating to the most beneficial location for scheduling)

· Students would take core classes within the team, but

· Would not be in all four core classes at the same time
· Would not track from one class to the next

· Would not necessarily take A before B (except in math)

· CSI/PE/Health would be linked to establish a class/location to reach all the freshman

· Depending on how many students/classes of Algebra A/B/C we have, some or all of the Geometry classes would be taught outside of the academy  or we could get an additional teacher who would teach students on both teams

Advantages

· We are obviously experiencing difficulty making group decisions, this would allow each team to have a certain level of autonomy

· Discussions of students would become more relevant (any given student on the team, each teacher would have the student currently or in the past/future

· Middle school experience could be utilized to separate students into appropriate groups.
· By splitting into separate teams

· Less schedule conflicts with electives

· Four teachers teaching a set of students

· Students will have the same teacher for A’s and B’s

· Everyone would be able to teach every level of each class

Disadvantages
· Current teaming status, English-SS and Math-Science, would not exist
· Preps could not be split between teachers
· If we continue to have Life and Work classes, some teachers could have three preps in some semesters
· Administration duties will be doubled (team meetings, freshman contact from Thad)
· Although you would have the same students in you’re A/B classes, but not necessarily in the same group or semester
