CEO Goals
Goal One-Instructional Content:
Goal:  To improve the understanding of the structure and properties of matter in physical science.

Teacher Objective:  The teacher will acquire the necessary content knowledge to raise the quality of instruction in the area of structure and properties of matter.  Revised and newly developed lesson plans as well as activities will evidence these enhanced lessons for the spring of 2003. 

Student Objective:  The students will have a better understanding of the structure and properties of matter in physical science.  This will be evidenced by 80% of spring semester students performing at least 20% better than the fall semester students on teacher designed test which attempt to evaluate their understanding of the structure and properties of matter. 

Goal Two-Instructional Practice:
Goal:  To teach to multiple intelligences during the instruction of the structure and properties of matter.

Teacher Objective:  The teacher will learn how to identify and teach to multiple intelligences.  This will be evidenced by new and improved lesson plans, assignments, and activities that incorporate MI strategies in the classroom.  These will be implemented during the spring of 2003. 
Student Objective:  The students will create work samples unique to their learning style and demonstrate proficiency in learning about the structure and property of matter.  This will be evidenced by 80% of students successfully completing at least two projects specific to their style.
Goal Three-Leadership Skill:
Goal:  To demonstrate leadership in the use of multiple intelligence to teach physical science at the school, district, and state level.

Teacher Objective:  The teacher will promote and facilitate the teaching to multiple intelligence in physical science.  The teacher will be recognized by colleagues, organizations, PD coordinators etc. as a resource person.
