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Designing a Brochure

Content

The information on your brochure should be catagorized, titled, and easy to read.  It needs to be informative, but concise.  It should contain references where more information can be obtained (web sites, phone numbers, books . . .)
Appearance

Appearance is very important.  This can be accomplished by using color, changing font sizes, a catchy title, a pretty picture, big dollar signs and many other tactics.  

Format
Your brochure must be in the format of a brochure. Therefore, it must have a title, be written in column form (two or three columns), have two sides,  and contain pictures.
