Lesson Objectives:

· Students will be introduced to proper lecture etiquette
· Students will be able to identify proper and improper lecture etiquette
· Students will practice proper lecture etiquette
Connections (to Kentucky Learner Goals):

This is a behavior lesson
Context (in relation to subject, core content, CEO goals):

After a few weeks of class it occurred to me that I was receiving quite a bit of inappropriate interruptions, questions, and call outs during lecture.  I light of such, I designed this lecture etiquette lesson to inform students of the proper way to conduct themselves during lecture. 
Resources (used & needed):

1. Teacher
2. Lecture Etiquette Handout

3. Lecture Etiquette Posters for the room
Procedures:

1. Post the Lecture Etiquette Posters in the room before this lesson.

2. Pass out the Lecture Etiquette handouts.

3. Talk to students about the required behavior during lectures.

4. Go over the handout with the students; be sure to point out the posters in the room.

5. Talk to students about reason for this procedure.

· Smooth transition of lessons
· Proper classroom behavior expected in higher institutions

· Maintaining focus within the lesson

· Conserving class time

6. Know have the students practice proper etiquette during a short lecture. 

7. Pass out a few notes to students asking them to do something improper and see if the students identify it.  Requiring some students to do this may encourage others temporarily, but it should be a lot of fun and get the point across.
Student Assessment:

Student’s behavior will be assessed each and every time I lecture to the class.  In addition, I will place some questions about proper lecture etiquette on the up-coming test.
IMPACT:
I have high hopes for this lesson.  It should have been one of the first lessons I taught, but I didn’t really see a need for it until I paid attention.  Most students seemed receptive.  Many mentioned during the lesson that if that is what was expected, why hadn’t they told before know.  This is a good question.  I believe this will allow my lectures to flow better.
REFINMENT:  (Extension/Follow-up)
I am sure I will have to follow-up this lesson with reminders each and every day, but that is ok.  After the students get used to it, it will come automatically.  I do with I had given the lesson early.
