Unit Title:  Lab Evaluations/Roles
ACTIONS:
Lesson Objectives:

· Encourage students to be organized and responsible for their own work
· Establish a habit which will supply students with the ability to store work in a common safe place for retrieval before evaluations

· Establish a system which will allow for appropriate review of students work through out the year
Connections (to Kentucky Learner Goals):

This is an introductory/organizational lesson.  It will aid students in accomplishing the Kentucky Learner Goals, but is not directly related to them.

Context (in relation to subject, core content, CEO goals):

This is an introductory lesson to introduce students to a science class portfolio (a folder).  The students will be expected to organize their work in this portfolio through out the semester.  The portfolio will also function as a source of review before evaluations and a holding station for unfinished work.  The assignment list will aid students in keeping up with their studies as well as making up work, while encouraging student responsibility.
Resources (used & needed):

· Folders and a place to store them
· Table of contents sheet for each student

· A Computer to log dates of assignments and organization of the portfolio 
Procedures:

1. Set up a computer with a table of contents typed spreadsheet on the screen.  
2. On the spreadsheet, list all assignments and handouts the class has been given since their first day of class.  Continue to add new assignments throughout the semester.
3. Pass out a blank table of contents sheet to the students.

4. Introduce them to the location of their folders and the computer which they may access at any time.  If need be, review procedures for scrolling up and down the spreadsheet on the computer.  You may also find it useful to place Icons on the desktop which will directly open relevant files.

5. Show students on the board or overhead exactly what their table of contents should look like currently.

6. Explain to them how they are to keep up with the organization of assignments as the year progresses and/or make up work if they miss school.

7. It will be helpful to remind your students of their responsibility of updating their folders when time permits in class.  Encourage them to use their folders on a daily basis.  Return paper in the folders so as not to use valuable class time for paper distribution.

8. Remind students of the contents available for review in their folder before evaluations.
Student Assessment:

1. Randomly glance through the students folders as time permits to assure they are not getting to far behind
2. At the end of each grading period, examine each student’s folder carefully for completion and organization.

3. During parent-teacher conferences and student conferences, use the folder as a source of student work.  Seeing all this work at one time should have a powerful effect on an observer.

IMPACT:
I personally feel this will be one of the more important pieces in my class.  Students need a place to put assignment.  They need to be more organized.  As I presented this to the students, there was an array of responses.  Some loved the idea.  Some think it is just busy work.  Most however were pleased when I told them they would get a 100 test grade if they simply had it all in there and organized.  This should shift more responsibility onto the students for keeping up with their work.  In addition, I will be able to review a student’s progress over a period of time more thoroughly than before.
REFINMENT:  (Extension/Follow-up)
No refinement at this point.  I may decide to change some things as the class develops.
